\What are the hazards of asbestos”

Asbestos is well recognized as a health hazard and its
use is now highly regulated by both OSHA and EPA.
Asbestos fibers associated with these health risks are
too small to be seen with the naked eye. Breathing
asbestos fibers can cause a buildup of scar-like tissue in
the lungs called asbestosis and result in loss of lung
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function that often progresses to disability and death. = Carcinogens

Worker exposure to asbestos hazards are addressed in specific OSHA standards for
the construction industry, general industry and shipyard employment sectors. These
standards reduce the risk to workers by requiring that employers provide personal
exposure monitoring to assess the risk and hazard awareness training for operations
where there is any potential exposure to asbestos. Airborne levels of asbestos are
never to exceed legal worker exposure limits. There is no "safe" level of asbestos
exposure for any type of asbestos fiber.® 2 Asbestos exposures as short in duration
as a few days have caused mesothelioma in humans.# 2 & £ Every occupational
exposure to asbestos can cause injury of disease; every occupational exposure to
asbestos contributes to the risk of getting an asbestos related disease.? Where there
is exposure, employers are required to further protect workers by establishing
regulated areas, controlling certain work practices and instituting engineering controls
to reduce the airborne levels. The employer is required to ensure exposure is reduced
by using administrative controls and provide for the wearing of personal protective
equipment. Medical monitoring of workers is also required when legal limits and
exposure times are exceeded.

Workers have a right to a safe workplace. The law requires employers to
provide their employees with safe and healthful workplaces. The OSHA law
also prohibits employers from retaliating against employees for exercising
their rights under the law (including the right to raise a health and safety
concern or report an injury). For more information see
www.whistleblowers.gov or Workers' rights under the OSH Act.

Small business employers may contact OSHA's free and confidential On-Site
Consultation program to help determine whether there are hazards at their
worksites and work with OSHA on correcting any identified hazards.
Consultants in this program from state agencies or universities work with
employers to identify workplace hazards, provide advice on compliance with
OSHA standards, and assist in establishing injury and illness prevention
programs. On-Site Consultation services are separate from enforcement
activities and do not result in penalties or citations.

Workers may file a complaint to have OSHA inspect their workplace if they
believe that their employer is not following OSHA standards or that there are
serious hazards. Workers can file a complaint with OSHA by calling 1-800-
321-OSHA (6742), online via eComplaint Form, or by printing the complaint
form and mailing or faxing it to the local OSHA area office. Complaints that
are signed by a worker are more likely to result in an inspection.
